School Reassignment Committee 

Update 

After one year of lobbying School Board 
Members and CMS Planning we were unable to 
get our effort to a motion for a vote by the 
current school board.  There were not enough 
votes in favor of a change, in the event we had 
gotten the motion anyway.  The Committee 
continues to remain focused on this issue and 
has already met with the new Board Members 
during their campaigns, and Tim Morgan in 
District 6 does support our effort.  Eric Davis has 
indicated support for getting these types of 
issues to votes so they can be closed out, but 
his specific support remains in question.  We 
encourage everyone to write to these two new 
representatives for our neighborhood to keep 
our issue in the forefront – we have been 
routinely overshadowed by the chaos 
surrounding the Mint Hill High School 
boundaries and the recent changes made for 
East Meck and Myers Park, as well as Eastover 
and First Ward.  The Committee will resume 
efforts in January when the new Board is in 
place.
